Ms. Bush, Mr. Hyde, DPSD Zielinski and PRF McNab presented the item and answered questions.

The Board discussed the following regarding Kenning:

The Board should be mindful of potential equity issues in terms of updating the baseball
and softball fields.

While bathrooms and a pavilion would likely be a popular option with the public,
updating the playground and the drainage should likely be the first priority.

Project area three should likely be the second priority, project area one is inexpensive
and so can be addressed as appropriate, and the bathrooms and pavilion area should
likely be the lowest priority.

Improvements of the softball fields would include drainage improvements.

A rain garden near the tennis bubble would benefit drainag ark.

Beginning sofne of t proposed park improvements and retaining some of the funds
to begin upgr other parks as well might be the most optimal option.

Alternatively, doing a number of improvements to parks at different times may lead to
residents feeling that the projects near their homes are incomplete for longer than
preferred.

Referencing the five year plan might help to inform how these improvements should be
approached.

Since the improvements to St. James were already delayed on account of the process
around 400 E. Lincoln, it might be most appropriate to complete the improvements now
rather than postponing them further.

If the majority of the improvements to St. James are postponed, the playground should
still be improved given residents’ prioritization.

If this occurs, the Little League may have to understand that improvements to the ball
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fields might occur within five years instead of more imminently.

e The Board understood that hosting Little League games brings activity and revenue into
the City.

e The Board had increased the focus on improvements that would benefit the Little
League versus the original plans.

e Ground Energy-Passive Systems could be utilized to address some of the more pressing
drainage issues on an interim basis.

e The Board reached consensus that the playground and drainage should be addressed at
Kenning with the Kenning funds, and staff should ask the City if further funds might be
allocated to complete the St. James improvements. If further funds for St. James are not
forthcoming, the remainder of the Kenning funds after the playground and the drainage
are improved should be allocated to St. James to implement the Board’s priority list.

With more and more visitors using e-bikes, the Michigan DNR approved class
1 and class 2 e-bikes on select DNR-managed trails in 2024. This
expansion followed months of collaborative research and discussion with trail
users and organizations, creating even more opportunities for visitors to get

outside and explore.

To make sure all trail users have a fun and safe time, be sure to follow these

three simple steps while using an e-bike.

» Step 1: Know your e-bike's class

Another clue to to look for is if your e-bike has pedals. If it does not have fully
operable pedals, your bike is considered an e-moto under Michigan law.
Examples of e-motos include electric mopeds, motorcycles and dirt bikes.
Because these bikes can can exceed 28 miles per hour, they pose serious safety
risks to trail users, and should only be used on ORYV trails. Luckily, Michigan has
over 4,000 miles of state-designated ORYV trails, so you will have plenty of
options.

e Dismount and go down the center of the trail if you encounter wet trail

conditions. This is safer for riders and stops the trail from widening.
¢ Alert other trail users of your intentions before passing.
¢ Yield to all other trail users while riding a bike.
¢ Maintain a safe speed, especially near other trail users.

¢ Communicate when encountering a horseback rider on the trail. Because

cyclists move quickly and quietly, it can scare horses.
