space available.

e There will continue to be ways of raising funds for the Cemetery.

e Private sales and second and third burial rights would both remain options for people to be
buried in the Cemetery.

e Some of the presently obstructed graves may not remain obstructed permanently, and
reclamation could be explored for the future.
